President Dr. Charles Gomer received the check on behalf of
Children’s Hospital. Dr. Gomer has a full time job as a Director of
Research at Children's Hospital in Los Angeles. Some of the
innovative techniques he has been involved with in the past are
now standard procedures world wide. Childrens Hospital served
62,000 emergency patients, admitted 11,000, and performed over
14,000 pediatric surgeries last year. They also treated over 2000
cases of pediatric diabetes. With remote diagnostics they are
able to interface with hospitals around the world and help treat
patients in real time. It is a wonder that with his full time position,
in addition he serves the Glendora Kiwanis club as the chair
person for the Kiwanis support at Williams School, and is always
available to help out at the many Kiwanis functions. He also
takes an active roll serving on the GUSD Board, and the National
Institute of Health.

Kiwanis Club renovates home of disabled veteran Xy Honor of Memorial Dag

Kahlor injured six times by bombs in Iraq

ESCONDIDO — Ryan Kahlor's story may sound familiar to many disabled veterans. He enlisted in the armed services, was injured in
combat, saw many of his close friends die and then returned home to an unfamiliar world.

Kahlor described his military service Saturday at a Kiwanis Club of Hidden Valley breakfast, where the unsuspecting U.S. Army sergeant
was honored as a wounded warrior and awarded a check for $500 by Mayor Lori Holt Pfeiler of Escondido.

Injured six times by improvised explosive devices, Kahlor now suffers from inner-ear damage that has left him with balance issues,
severe nerve damage to his arms and hands, and post-traumatic stress disorder as a result of the horrific scenes he witnessed while
serving in Irag.

In recognition of the sergeant's sacrifices, a small army of Kiwanis Club volunteers led by member Dave Geary, owner of Dave's
Computer Repair in Escondido, banded together and within four months have completed an entire renovation of Kahlor's home.

After surveying the condition of Kahlor's home, Geary called upon some his clients, friends from church and fellow Kiwanians to assist.
“Nobody that | asked refused to help out in one way or another,” said Geary. “It was the fact that he is a disabled veteran, who has been
to Iraq, served his country, was blown up six times and is still alive. The outpouring was incredible. They were all proud he served his
country.”

All of the plumbing in the house has been replaced, the electrical system has been rewired, new drywall has been hung, the roof has
been repaired, and new granite countertops have been installed in the bathrooms, Geary said. The interior and exterior have been
repainted, and the entire house has been refurnished and recarpeted with donated labor and materials.

“l was overwhelmed,” Kahlor said Saturday of the help he has received. “l was almost to the point where | couldn't accept it. It's a huge
blessing and a big head start for me. Now | can concentrate on finishing school and finding a new job.”

Geary is a disabled U.S. Air Force veteran of Operation Desert Storm and Desert Shield who was injured while working as a flight
engineer on a C-130 in 1988.

“I'm proud to be able to help out other veterans,” he said. “I will continue to do this type of work.”

He is now helping a bilateral amputee in Oceanside, Geary said, and he continues to look for other veterans in need of assistance.
