Bridging Youth and Service through Membership

     Hello fellow Kiwanis members, 
 This Kiwanis year is coming to a fast close.  
Shortly, we’ll be at the Cal-Nev-Ha Convention.  See you 
there!  Here’s a little knowledge about our District: 

Some Truths About Convention Housing Costs 
When Kiwanis uses the majority of a hotel’s meeting space 
or uses a city’s convention center at a reduced cost or no cost 
to Kiwanis, the hotel or city expects some return on its 
investment. 

This can take one of several forms: room nights in a 
designated hotel(s), food and beverage sales and occupancy 
taxes are among the most common. 
Kiwanis must guarantee the purchase of a designated number 
of room nights and/or purchase a given amount in food and 
beverage in order to receive a reduced rate on convention 
and meeting space.  This assurance to the hotel allows our 
District to hold down the cost of member’s registration fees, 
as the cost of the conference is being spread over room costs, 
meal costs and in the case of cities, occupancy taxes.  When 
Kiwanis does not meet our guarantee, we must pay rent, or 
what is known as “attrition” fees.  To illustrate this, at our 
Ontario Convention our room guarantee fell short.  This 
shortage resulted in the district being billed for over $35,000 
for attrition.  Although this amount was reduced through 
negotiations, Kiwanis never the less paid over $20,000 in 
attrition fees. 
With respect to convention room rates, Kiwanians often 
make the comment that “I can get a room cheaper than that.”  
This is often true.  Convention room rates are not the lowest 
a hotel will offer, but are reduced rates designed both to 
attract attendees and compensate the hotel for the space 
Kiwanis is utilizing.
